Working With Children Card 
Parents who help out with the Scouts occasionally or 
who are regularly involved in activities or who wish to 
join youth sections during overnight activities are 
required to have a Working With Children Card and 
register with the Group Leader. This requirement is 
effective immediately. A Working With Children Card 
is cost free for voluntary work (i.e. working with 
children in scouting) and can be applied for at any 
major post office. However when completing the form 
it is important that the Scout Association is nominated 
and correctly identified on your application. To get this 
part right we have prepared an information sheet which 

can be downloaded from the group website. Look 
under Admin/Forms. 

If you already have a Working With Children Card due 
to your work or involvement with another voluntary 
organisation, you must apply to the Department of 
Justice to have your card amended and include the 
Scout Association as an interested party. The 
amendment form is available from the Department of 
Justice website. 

Not sure if you need one? A WWC card is required by 
parents who 

§ Regularly attend weekly meetings as 
observers. 

§ Participate in or help out at meetings or 
outings at any location or over any period of 
time. 

§ Transport children other than their own to and 
from Scouting activities. 

It is easy to apply for and we can help you to complete 
the form and successfully submit it. 

Ideally at least one parent in each family should have a 
WWC card. 

WWC card is an initiative that is designed to help 
protect your children, which the Scout Association has 
embraced and requires all adults working with children 
to comply with. 

Work Parties 
There is an amount of work to be done around the hall 
that is appropriate for parents with the right skills. If 
you have the capacity to do small jobs either by 
yourself or with an assistant or two at a time that suits 
you, this can often be more convenient than attending a 
working bee. It also saves us having to hire a 
handyman or general tradesman for a small, easy job.
